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Registration Guidelines
Students register in the spring for the following year. A student will have two opportunities to select courses:

1. Students select and finalize courses during spring registration.
2. Following spring registration, students can adjust courses based on conflicts in their schedules.

Course changes after the spring are only allowed under the following circumstances:
1. If a course was completed during summer school.
2. If a course was failed during the previous school year.
3. If there is a schedule conflict that cannot be adjusted without dropping or changing a course.
4. If a student needs to meet graduation requirements.

lunior/Senior Class Release

Juniors and Seniors are eligible for late start or an early release by having all of the following:
1. 36 credit hours and be on track for graduation
2. Do not need any credit recovery courses/
3. Have their own mode of transportation (does not ride OPS bus)
4. Good attendance (less than 10 days a semester)
5. Enrolled in a minimum of 5 courses (4 credits) Juniors are eligible for two periods of release
6. A form signed by the parent/guardian allowing class release
7. A parent call to verify the signature and discuss the rules

Students are expected to leave the building once their classes are done, and must have permission from administration to remain in
the building if they do not have a class. Class release will be removed from a student’s schedule if any of the rules stated above are
violated. This includes but is not limited to:

1. Failing courses

2. Fot having a ride to or from school

3. Missing more than 10 days

4. More than 10 tardies to first class of the day

5. Violating school rules
Students may obtain the release forms in the counseling office and need to be returned to their counselor.

Pathways Offered

All students will experience a Freshman Academy and will engage in conversations with teachers and school counselors in
selecting a program of study or pathway of interest without qualification criteria. All students will take required coursework along
with Freshman Academy, dual language courses are available for those that speak Spanish. Students will be able to choose a path-
way 10th grade in one of the following pathways: performing and fine arts, technology and data, and media arts.

Students are able to earn post-secondary credit that is transferable to the institutions of
higher education in the partnership AND applies toward completion of a degree. Dual Enrollment is currently offered in OPS through two primary
programs: Career Education (CE) and Advanced Placement (AP)
