The use of plant-based products has been 

recorded as far back as 3000 BC with the 

Egyptians, who used plant extracts for dozens of 

tasks. When analyzing the mummy of Ramses V, an 

ancient Egyptian pharaoh, the aromatic compounds 

of juniper, camphor, and myrrh were discovered,

Ancient Egypt

Ayurvedic practice has developed over the span of 

5,000 years in India—it consists of using the Earth’s

The quintessence of life

A major historical shift began in the nineteenth century, 

when new developments in chemistry increased the 

sophistication and understanding of essential oil extraction 

methods. During this time, Rene Gattefosse (a chemist 

and perfumer) coined the phrase aromatherapy. Medical 

doctors in France dispensed essential oils in their places 

of practice—and they still receive some medical school 

training regarding safe usage today.

Because plants are so delicate, careful 

planning and precision are necessary to extract high-quality 

essential oils. Producing quality essential oils also requires 

a thorough knowledge of the plants being used and proper 

extraction methods. Most importantly, it requires substantial 

care and attention to detail at every stage of the process, as 

cutting corners at any phase in the process will result in a 

lower-quality essential oil.
