Project Updates 8-15-24 

Phase 1 includes the following: 

• Install Temp Fence/Relocate Pickleball Court Gate- Completed 
• Perform U/G Electrical work- In progress 
• Install new Rack and equipment 
• FPL Meter Install 
• Rough Inspections 
• Demo existing Electrical Building 
• Relocation of Art Structure/Apollo Climber 

 

The park will be without electrical power from September 18 at 8am through 
the afternoon of September 19, 2024.  Areas affected will be the tennis court 
lights and office trailer. Pickleball courts will still be active and will not be 
affected by this outage.  

• The official park hours of operation on these dates shall be sunrise to 
sunset. 

• Tennis courts will close at sunset; no play after this time. 
• Court rental transactions must be processed via QR code. 
• Reservation requests/transactions for party rentals for both Palmetto 

Bay Park and Coral Reef Park will not be possible during the dates 
without electrical power.
